The a 14-hour event, is meant to share the music, spread the word, and raise funds for NextAid’s “Youth With A Vision Community Center and Children’s Residential Village” (YWAV Center) an environmental project in Dennilton, a poverty and AIDS stricken town in South Africa. The “mega-benefit” will take place at 650 Indiana Street, San Francisco, CA 94107 from noon to 2:00am. Cover charges are $10 before 2:00pm, $15 after. “For the Future” DJs include M3, Anthony Mansfield, Sharon Buck, Tasho, Deron, Nikola, Galen, Solar, Still Rob G, Lance Desardi, Craig Kuna, J. Boogie, Worthy, Garth, Seven, Fil Latorre, Paul Guido, and dj d.r.e. Event partners include Café Cocomo, NiteVibe, SF Station, YBR Promotions and the MML. There will also be a raffle with items donated by local San Francisco businesses such as Giants tickets and a massage by TruSpa. 

Four and a half years ago, a core group of friends brought 30 artists together to raise funds for a treasured member of the community, Wert Terry, who was tragically lost to cancer. The historic event was called “For the Love.” No one would ever forget this moving day. In his memory, the San Francisco Dance Music community came together again in 2004 to throw “For the Kids.” NextAid built a performance space in Dennilton, SA at their YWAV Center in Wert’s memory from funds raised from the three “For the Kids” events.

The “Wert Terry Music and Performance Center,” now stands among 9 other buildings and supporting structures including an outdoor energy-efficient kitchen and seating area, 2 earth-bag offices, and a straw bale children’s house that will serve as a safe home for 50 children orphaned by AIDS. Working with a renowned ecological architect and experienced natural builders, NextAid broke ground in July 2005 with an earth-bag building workshop, kicking off the construction in Dennilton. NextAid hopes this site can be a model for future projects throughout Africa.

In 2008, the event is making an even greater impact on the community it’s supporting in South Africa. “For the Future” is growing in diversity, musically and demographically. Proceeds will continue to go towards NextAid’s pilot project: the YWAV Center.

NextAid's mission is to promote community-driven environmentally, economically and socially empowering responses to the AIDS orphan pandemic.
